April. Harry and Jill were long time  

morning swimmers at Clovelly and well 

known to the early regulars. 

¶ We all see members and other locals  
 diving ñoff the squareò or from the point (aka 

 ñSchnapper). The quote below provides an historic 

 backdrop to this activity for you: 
 

ñSurfing or óshooting the breakersô is generally believed 

to have been introduced to Sydney by Tommy Tanna, a 

Marshall Islander, around 1890. Later a group of powerful 

swimmers that included Olympic champions Cecil Healey 

& Harold Hardwick as well as Alick Wickham (before he 

moved south of the harbour) who congregated at South 

Steyne, quickly developed the art of body surfing. The 

craze quickly spread to all popular beaches, ñexcept Little 

Coogee, where the surf did not suit and locals were satis-

fied with the thrills of their own peculiar indulgence of 

rock-hopping into the ocean.ò 

"ôRock-hoppingô, as a lunatic sport, was first instituted 

before the turn of the century by excitement-greedy young 

men at Little Coogee (Clovelly). The earliest open-sea 

bathers in this area, lacking the great mile-long rollers 

that served those on the neighbouring beaches, challenged 

instead the bared brown fangs of the ocean itself, diving into 

the surge which beat upon the foreshore, and permitting 

themselves to be washed back again by convenient waves. 

Split-second timing was essential; miscalculation could 

bring a man down on barnacle-studded platforms, or dash 

him unconscious against the rock-base deep in the sea. 
Initiates laughed at such risks-but from time to time 

brought down sharpened spades to clear away the barn­

acles, just in case! 

If some sudden freak of the sea prevented them from re-

turn­ing to a favourite rock, the Square, the Schnapper, 

the Lobster, Old Slopey, or the like, they permitted them-

selves to be washed around the point into the bay, chanc-

ing then a possible rending from white fangs as well as 

brown.ò
